 ITINERARY DAY 1



S A R R I A / P O R TOMAR I N

Hike from Sarria to Portomarin throughout the course of the day. Pass through many lovely towns along the way and maybe choose to
have a picnic in places such as Barbadelo, Renta or Ferreiros.

Meals included: Breakfast

Accommodation: Hotel Villajardin ( or similar) 

Camino de Santiago Walk … Sarria to Portomarin….6h-8h….23km 

Start hiking from Sarria to Portomarin, covering about 23km(14mi) and an elevation gave of 500m (1640 ft) over the course of the day.
Pass through many lovely towns along the way and maybe choose to have a picnic in places such as Barbadelo, Renta or Ferreiros.

Spend the night in the riverside city of Portomarin. 

 ITINERARY DAY 2



P O R T O M A R I N /  P A L A S  D E  R E I

Early start from Portomarin, continue walking through fantastic scenery with a rich history en route to Palas de Rei. Walk from Portomarin
to Palas de Rei. Weary pilgrims can get a jolt of caffeine in one Palas de Rey’s cafes or visit some of the local shops to grab some

souvenirs.

Meals included: Breakfast

Accommodation: Pension Palas ( or similar) HOTEL

Camino de Santiago Walk … Portomarin - Palas de Rei …….25km 

Get those walking shoes back on! Leave Portomarin behind in the early light of the morning to make the most of the day. This stretch of
25km (15 miles) is a mix od ups and downs through beautiful scenery with an elevation gain od 260m (853ft). The entire area has a rich

history, especially during the Middle Ages. 

 ITINERARY DAY 3



P A L A S  D E  R E I /  M E L I D E

Continue the pilgrimage westwards, walking through the lush green valleys of Galicia. Continue walking through rural Spain. Take a
break in the lively market town of Melide and try octopus, Galicia’s most classic dish, in one of the many ‘pulperias’. 

Meals included: Breakfast

Accommodation: El Chiquitin( or similar) HOTEL

Camino de Santiago Walk …   Palas de Rei- Melide…….15km 

Head west and continue the pilgrimage, passsing though the lush green valleys of Galicia. Covering about 15km today, the day again  
passes through many lovely villages and towns along the way, offering ample opportunity for rest stops and time to pick up any needed

supplies before arriving to Melide. 

 ITINERARY DAY 4



MEL I D E / A R Z UA

Follow the camin from Melide to the village of Ribadiso and finally the town of Arzua.

Meals included: Breakfast

Accommodation: Pension Domus Gallery ( or similar) HOTEL

Camino de Santiago Walk …  Melide - Arzua…….4h….17km 

Leaving Melide, the Camino crosses several streams and follows a forest track tot he village of Boente with its church of Santiago. Next is
the scenic medieval village of Ribadiso and finally the town of Arzua (389m). In Arzua, visit the churches of Santa Maria and Magdalena.

Today’s walk takes you 14km (8 miles) along the Camino, with an elevation gain 330m (1082ft).

 ITINERARY DAY 5



A R Z U A /  A M E N A L

The Camino walk will pass through pretty woods, sleepy villages and across streams most of the day. 

Meals included: Breakfast

Accommodation: Amenal Hotel  ( or similar) 

Camino de Santiago Walk …  Arzua- Amenal…….6h….22km 

Walk through pretty woods, sleepy villages and across streams most of the day. The chapel of Santa Irene, with its unique statue of
Santiago, is worth a visit. En-route, don’t miss the lovely hamlet of Rua ( gaining 380m/1246 ft of elevation). The rest of the 22km (13mi)

route to Amenal is along a m,is of good and calm country roads and forest tracks. 

 ITINERARY DAY 6



 A M E N A L /  S A N T I A G O  D E  C O M P O S T E L A  

Enjoy a final day of walking through spectacular scenery towards the final destination. 

Meals included: Breakfast

Accommodation: A Tafona do Peregrino ( or similar) HOTEL

Camino de Santiago Walk …  Amenal- Santiago de Compostela….4h….15km 

Leave early in order to reach Santiago de Compostela in time for the pilgrim’s mass. Walk the last part of the pilgrimage and enjoy the
scenery before the baroque, painted towers od the cathedral come into view. Later, explore the fascinating city and sip some wine in a
cafe to celebrate the incredible journey. Upon reaching our goal, the pilgrimage is not complete without a visit to the cathedral on the
magnificent Praza do Obradoiro, wich houses the supposed tomb of St. James the Apostle. It is widely believed that his remains buries

here in the 1  century AD, from then onwards he become the patron saint of the Christian Crusades. ( optional activities available) st
